Preamble

Regarding human and other beings’ life as the most significant value, what is the basis of their existence, „Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association sets itself a goal of protecting the right to live in the environment free of threats. Acting in accordance with the Constitution of Poland, international agreements and treaties, we rest our programme upon respecting the unity of human and the natural environment. We regard the overriding ecological principles during creation of social, political and economic principles.

Article 1

“Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association acts on the territory of Poland.

Article 2

“Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association can create regional departments.

Article 3

The seat of the Association’s national authorities is situated in Łódź.

Article 3

“Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association owns legal personality within the entry in the National Register Office. Legal personality is also owned by the regional departments.

Article 5

The aims of “Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association are:

· Implementing the widely comprehended ecodevelopment to keep the environment for the next generations

· Protection of the life of human and other beings

· Applying and implementing environmental friendly technologies that are out of waste and economical

· Supporting the programmes of conserving energy and renewable sources

· Supporting the programme of health food

· Protection of nature and its resources in Poland

· Creating the ecological awareness in the society

· Giving opinions on the plans and investment’s initiatives that can have harmful influence on the environment or human life.

Article 6

Realisation of the Association’s aims:

· organising meetings, discussions, lectures and educational and ecological events

· running propaganda, information and publishing activities

· creating ecological programmes with other organisations alike

· protecting the right to live in the environment free of threats

· supporting and protecting any forms of Polish agriculture

· supporting science, techniques and ecological lifestyle

· affecting on the location of the investments by being a party in administrative and legal actions

Article 7

Membership in “Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association:

· members have to be Polish citizens who have at least 17 years of age

· members who turned 18 have a full range of membership rights

· members who turned 18 can be appointed to all positions in the Association’s authorities

· handing in written declaration in an appropriate Regional Department and passed resolution joining a person to the Association are the conditions to become a member

· in case of lack of the proper Regional Department the declarations have to be handed in the Main Board

· appeals concerning the decisions of the Regional Department shall be made to the Main Board, which examines the appeal within 14 days from the date of making the appeal

· mentally disabled persons or those void of their public rights or vote cannot become members of the Association.

Article 8 

Types of membership:

· regular

· supporting

· honourable

Article 9

Legal person can only become a supporting member. It acts by its proxy.

Article 10

“Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association can give the honourable membership for:

· outstanding achievements in the environment protection

· scientific activity connected with environment and human rights protection.

Article 11

All the members are bound by the rules of this statutes.

Article 12

Membership expires in case of:

· leaving the Association

· disqualification

· death

Article 13

The leaving occurs by handing in written resignation to the Board of the Regional Department.

Article 14

Resignation has to be considerate within 14 days in a public ballot.

Article 15 

Disqualification occurs on a motion of the Board in a public ballot.

Article 16

Reasons for disqualification:

· multiple violation of the statutes

· harmful activity towards the Association

· running activity contrary to law

· voidance of public rights and vote

Article 17

Membership rights:

· right to vote

· right to create programmes and resolutions

· right to use the assistance of the Association’s authorities in case of professional, scientific and personal matters

· possession of the membership card and Association’s signings

· supporting members are not entitled to vote

Article 18

Members’ duties

· observing the statutes’ regulations

· taking part in the realisation of the Association’s programme

· observing all the Association’s resolutions

· safeguarding the Association’s authority

· active participation in the realisation of the Association’s tasks

· systematic paying for the membership fees

Article 19

The authorities of “Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association are:

· The Assembly of the Delegates

· The Main Board

· The Main Appeal Commission

· The Assembly of the Regional Department

· The Board of the Regional Department

· The Appeal Commission of the Regional Department

Article 20

The supreme power of the “Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association is the Assembly of the Delegates, which convenes every four years, resolutions are passed by a majority of at least half of the number of Delegates.

Article 21

The Assembly of the Delegates chooses from its members:

· the regulation and statutes’ commission, 2 to 3 persons

· resolutions and motion’s commission, 2 persons

· voting commission, 2 persons

· the Chairperson of the Assembly

· two members of the presidium of the sessions

· two protocol typists of the sessions

· public ballot is allowed 

Article 21A

Resolutions of the Main Board and the Main appeal Commission are passed by a majority of half of the votes in the presence of half of the number of members.

Article 22

The Assembly of the Delegates, on a motion of the Main Board, is able to dissolve the Association by a majority of two-thirds of the votes in the presence of half of the number of Delegates in a secret ballot.

Article 22A

Resolutions concerning the changes in the statutes are passed by the Assembly of the Delegates by a majority of two-thirds of the votes in the presence of half of the number of the Delegates.

Article 23

The Assembly of the Delegates chooses from its members in a secret ballot:

· the Chairperson of the Main Board

· members of the Main Board, 4-7 persons.

Article 23A

In case of the decrease in the composition of the Main Board or the Appeal Commission during the term of office, the organ in which the decrease occurred, completes its composition.

Article 24

The Main Board, after it has been constituted, will present its composition to the Assembly of the Delegates. 

Article 25.

The Assembly of the Delegates passes Resolutions within the range of: 

· giving the vote of acceptance to the Main Board

· introducing statutes’ changes

· financial, economic, organisational matters

· disciplinary matters and ecological decisions

· giving opinions on the ecological programmes and activities in the field of environment protection as well as propaganda and investment actions

· other issues not reserved for other organs.

Article 26.

The Main Board is entrusted with execution of the resolutions and motions.

Article 27

The Assembly of the Delegates chooses from its members the Main Appeal Commission which consist of 3 persons. The position of the member of the Main Appeal Commission cannot be held jointly with the position of the member of the Main Board.

Article 28 

The tasks of the Main Appeal Commission are: 

· tabling supervision motions to the Assembly of the Delegates

· giving reports to the Assembly of the Delegates

· tabling a motion on giving a vote of acceptance or non acceptance to the Main Board

· periodic controls 

· appealing to the Main Board to overrule the resolutions of the Boards of the Regional Departments

· making analysis of the Association’s authorities 

· convening the extraordinary Assembly of the Delegates in cases of glaring crimes, financial and economic negligence, acting against law and threats to the business of the Association.

Article 29.

 The Assembly of the Delegates convenes the Main Board six weeks in advance.

Article 30

The Delegate’s mandate is 4 years. The Delegates are chosen in a proportion of 1 delegate on every 10 members.

Article 31

The Extraordinary Assembly of the Delegates is convened on a motion moved by the Main Board, the Main Appeal Commission or 5 of the Regional Departments.

Article 32

The Extraordinary Assembly of the Delegates is convened in case of:

· threats to the vital Association’s business

· violation of the financial and economic activity

· glaring violation of the inner discipline of the Association

 Article 33

The Extraordinary Assembly of the Delegates can:

· dissolve the Association by a majority of two-thirds of votes in a secret ballot

· dissolve the Main Board and appoint next Main Board

· dismiss the Main Appeal Commission and appoint next Main Commission

· pass extraordinary resolutions to improve the situation of the Association

· The Extraordinary Assembly of the Delegates convenes 14 days in advance

Article 34

The Main Board consists of  5 to 8 members including: 

· The Chairperson 

· 2 Vice Chairpersons

· Secretary

· Treasurer 

as the presidium of the Board. The term of office is four years. Resolutions are passed by a majority of votes in the presence of half of the members in a public ballot.

Article 35

The Main Board is the supreme power between the sittings of the Assembly of the Delegates and it executes the resolutions of the Assembly of the Delegates. 

Article 36

The functions of the Main Board are:

· passing programmes’ resolutions 

· tabling motions concerning the changes to the statutes

· realisation of the specific programme and regulations

· marking the direction of the contemporary activity and executing the resolutions of the Assembly of the Delegates

· convening the Assembly of the Delegates 

· determining and approving the inner regulations 

· registering members and the regional structures 

· appointing the experts and consultants, creating specific commissions 

· gaining legal persons as the supporting members

· fixing the amount of the fees.

Article 37

The Association is represented by:

· The Chairperson or other member of the Board entitled by the Chairperson.

Article 38

The sittings of the Main Board take place every six weeks.

Article 39

The powers of the Regional Department are:

· the Assembly of the Members 

· the Board of the Regional Department

· the Appeal Commission of the Regional Department

· the Assembly of the Members appoints the Appeal Commission of the Regional Department out of its members in a number of 2.

The Regional Department consists of at least 10 members. The Regional Department appoints the Board of the  Regional Department.

Article 39A

The functions of the Board are:

· representing the Regional Department 

· directing the work of the Regional Department

· executing the resolutions of the Assembly of the Members.

Article 39B

The functions of the Appeal Commission are: 

· controlling the work of the Regional Department

· supervising the work of the members of the Board 

 Article 39C

The Regional Department is represented by: 

· the Chairperson of the Board of the Regional Department

· the Chairperson and the treasurer in case of the asset issues.

Article 40

The Assembly of the Members appoints the Board of the Regional Department 14 days in advance.

Article 41

The Assembly of the Members passes resolutions and motions within the range of: 

· appointing the Regional Board, 4-6 persons 

· appointing the Appeal Commission 

· giving the vote of acceptance

· accepting the financial report and the directions of the activity

· defining the principles of co-operation with the local authorities

· organising ecological events 

· dissolving the Regional Department by a majority of  two-thirds of votes in a secret ballot. The resolutions are approved by the Main Board. 

· the term of office is four years

· the Assembly of the members passes resolutions by a majority of two-thirds of votes in the presence of at lest half of the entitled to vote. 

  Article 41A

The resolutions of the powers of the Regional Department (the Board and the Appeal Commission) are passed by a majority of half of votes in the presence of at least half of the number oh the specific organ.

Article 41B

Completing the composition of the powers of the Regional Department during the term of office is made by the organ that has a decrease in the composition.

Article 42

The competencies of the Regional Department are limited to the specific area of activity.

Article 43

Dissolving or dismissing of the Board of the Regional Department occurs in case of:

· self dissolving by the power of the resolution passed in a secret ballot

· giving the vote of non acceptance by the Assembly of the Members

· on a motion moved by the Appeal Commission

· convening sittings less than every six weeks.

Article 44

“Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association’s asset is:

· immovable and movable asset and funds

· the funds consist of: membership fees, financial activity resources, donations, legal and natural persons’ inheritance and subsidies.

Article 45

The Chairperson of the Main Board together with the Treasurer represent the Association in the asset matters. The division of the financial resources is possible by the power of the resolution on distributing the financial resources.

Article 46

The Boards of the Regional Departments are obliged to introduce regular reports on the financial and economic activity led by these Boards as well as to approve the balances and introduce them to the Assembly of the Delegates.

Article 47 

Regional Departments can run their accounts only when entitled by the Main Board.

Article 48

Final regulations:

· the Chairperson together with the Treasurer represent the “Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association during contacts with banks

·  “Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association co-operates with the state’s authorities, local authorities, governmental administration in order to establish proper ecological policy of the state

· “Zieloni Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej” Association – the name together with the logo (sunflower with a Polish flag in the middle on a green background) are legally protected

· the abbreviation of the name of the Association is: “Zieloni RP” Association

· “Zieloni RP” Association can employ people to set the matters.
