Green Party of the Republic of Poland

Statutes

Preamble

To regard human life and all other living beings as well as everything that determines their existence as an utmost importance, the Green Party of the Republic of Poland’s goal is to defend their right to live in the environment free of threats. Working in accordance with the Constitution of the Republic of Poland, agreements and international conventions we base our program on respect of human and nature unity as well as other human. The Green Party of the Republic of Poland regards ecological rules as superior while formulating social, political and economical life.

General rules

Art.1

1. The Green Party of the Republic of Poland is a voluntary, self – government social organisation that associates local member groups working in the Republic of Poland interest and environmental protection as well as human rights.

2. The Party is based on social work of its members. It cannot employ workers to run its own business.

Art.2

1. The Green Party of the Republic of Poland’s terrain of activity is the territory of the Republic of Poland.

2. Central authorities headquarters is seated in Łódź.

Art.3

The Green Party of the Republic of Poland has a legal personality. It obtains it at the moment of registration in Political Party record in VII Department Regional Court in Warsaw.

Art.4

The Green Party of the Republic of Poland can be a collective member of national and international organisations with similar activity.

Art. 5

1. The name of Green Party of the Republic of Poland layout and patterns of printed inscriptions as well as membership declarations patterns are reserved.

2. The Green Party of the Republic of Poland has a right to use its own symbols, stamps and marks.

Art.6

1. The Green Party of Republic of Poland’s sign is: stylised sunflower on white-red flag (enclosure no1).

2. The standard of the Green Party of the Republic of Poland is green with the party emblem in the middle.

3. The organisation mark is also a dark green tie with the party sign.

4. Members of the Green Party of the Republic of Poland have right to have membership signs, honour signs as well as membership cards.

Goals and operation means

Art. 7

The Green Party of the Republic of Poland as a political party that is working for aid of environmental protection and human rights is guided by democracy rules, publicness and joint action of political life aims is to influence the national policy by participation in parliament and council elections. Submission of the legislative motions according to the law rules in force as well as espousing suitable interventions on own initiative or on an interested person demand. The Party can also, under the rules of the law, submit to the National and Local Authorities suitable petitions, motions and undertake other actions.

Art.8

Main goals of the Green Party of the RP are :

1. Active participation into framing of the optimal for the biological environment solutions of the economic and politic programme of our country.

2. Multidirectional acting in favour of the ecology, environment and human rights.

3. Rising qualifications and ecological conscience of its Members and the society.

4. Propagation of ecological knowledge.

5. Development of international co-operation and creation of a global system of environmental protection.

6. Acting in favour of the unification of national movements with ecological movements from all over the world.

7. Acting in favour of precise constitutional normalisation of the State responsibility for the protection of the environment. 

8. Co-operation and participation into creation of global ecological programs and participation into its realisation.

9. Conduct of edition and education activity according to the statutes goals of the Party.

10. Counteracting the violation of law conducting to the threat of the biological existence of the nation and its environmental heritage as well as the human rights.

11. Promotion of the environment friendly, cleaner technologies and support of the limitation of installing and exploiting dangerous devices.

12. Undertake actions in view of create a Supreme Chamber of Ecological Control as a consultative and control institution.

13. Promotion of societies and institutions acting in the field of environmental protection, utilisation of the garbage and reproductive fuels technologies.

Art.9

The Green Party of the RP realises its goals by:

1. Participation of the Party Members in the elections: presidential, parliamentary and local.

2. Leading and organising advisory and expertise.

3. Acting in favour of participation of the Green Party of the RP in the works of the organs of the administration, local authorities and scientific, consultative and control institutions.

4. Co-operation with other political and social organisations and trade unions.

5. Leading specialised seminars and workshops in co-operation with suitable authorities and institutions, including elaboration and consultation of ecological education programs. 

6. Organising conferences, lectures as well as school and technical congresses and occasional ceremonies in view of popularisation of ecological ideas. 

7. Leading educational actions in accordance with the statutes goals. 

8. Assistance to the activities of the Young Green Movement and other ecological organisations. 

9. Organisation of the Young Ecologists Movement, leading ecological camps.

10. Enlargement of frames and efficiency of the execution of laws in force, executive rules and other legal rules concerning environment protection and human rights.

11. Undertaking of intervention actions in case of law or national interests violation.

12. Initiating and sustaining of actions in favour of production and distribution of food free from pollution.

13. Acting on the rights of a part representing social interest and legal interest justified by the statutes goals in the administrative proceedings concerning the space implementation and in any court proceedings concerning the violation of the rules of environmental protection and the protection of cultural goods, in the investment proceedings as well as in the planning proceedings that can significantly influence the environment and people’s health.

14. Initiating actions in view of protect the ownership of land and strategic staple.

15. According prizes and distinctions to creators of solutions on the field of environment protection and related sciences.

16. Leading edition and publicity actions.

17. The Green Party of the RP is able to appoint social prevention services acting in favour of improving the condition of the environment as assistance organs of the professional services of environment protection, national Inspection of Environment and Public Health Protection.

18. Promotion of societies acting on the field of environment protection and garbage utilisation.

19. Consulting of investment intentions on the WZ and ZT stages as well as the permission of construction and the permission of use of the building while concerning investments that can significantly influence the environment and human health.

Members, their rights and obligations

Art.10

The Members of the Party can be:

Real, honour and sustaining.

Art.11

1. Party’s real membership is obtained by handing in the declaration and by being admitted by the National Board, the Board of the Region, District Board or the Board of the Membership Group.

2. In case of lack of the specific Group, the declaration shall be handed in to the higher party’s unit or to the district or province’s proxy.

3. People under 18 can join the Young Green Movement, which works under the sponsorship of the Green Party of Republic of Poland. (After turning 18, the members of the Movement automatically become the members of the Party after signing the declaration).

4. The candidate who was not admitted to the Party can appeal to the National Board and to the National Council in case of the negative decision of the Main Board. The decision of the National Council is definitive.

Art.12
1. Every Pole who is At least 18 years of age and respects the programme’s rules and party’s aims and who will commit himself or herself to systematic paying fees fixed by the Main Board and executing the resolutions of the party’s authorities can become a real member.

2. The real member cannot become a member of another political party without the written permission of the National Council.

3. In case of the convertion from another political party the new admitted member cannot be elected to the Green Party of the Republic of Poland authorities for 18 months.

Art. 13

Membership expires in case of: leaving the party, disqualification or death.

1. Leaving the party occurs by handing in written motion by the member to the District Board, Regional or National Board, after Board’s resolution.

2. Disqualification occurs by the power of the resolution passed by the Board of the Group, District Board, Regional or National Board, after the disciplinary action in case of:

a) persistent and aware violation of statutes’ regulations

b) not paying fees for a year

c) acting to the detriment of the Party

3. In cases concerning the members of the Party’s authorities the procedure of disqualification should be preceded by dismissing from the functions in a procedure specified in the statutes and the inner regulation. This action is taken by the Colleague Court and if the disqualification concerns the member of the Court, the action is taken by the member appointed by the National Board or the Chairperson of the Inner Control Commission.

4. The disqualification is used in cases of acting to the detriment of the Party or conscious violation of statutes’ regulations. Other disciplinary offences are ruled by the Colleague Court.

Art. 14

Every real member of the Green Party of the Republic of Poland has a right to:

1. vote

2. cooperate in creation of the programme, resolutions and undertakings of the Party by: speeches, motions, opinions, voting, complaints and interventions

3. possibility of working in the issue commissions

4. use the assistance of the Party in professional, social and personal life

5. possess the membership card and badges

Every member’s duty is to:

1. observe the statutes and the resolutions of the Green Party’s authorities

2. pay membership fees.

Art. 15

The honourable membership is given to natural persons who put a lot of effort in the activity in the field of environment protection or in the Green Party of Poland.

1. The natural person that is the honourable member owns rights and duties of the real member and is exempt from paying membership fees.

2. Only the National Congress is entitled to deprive a person of the honourable membership if there are significant reasons.

Art. 16

Natural person that approves of the programme and statutes’ regulations, interested in the activity of the Party and that declares the financial or factual support can become a sustaining member after handing in membership declaration and being accepted by the proper Board of the Party.

1. Sustaining members are entitled to the eligibilities listed in article 14, points 2, 3, 4, 5.

2. The cessation of the sustaining membership occurs by handing in written resignation to the proper Board of the Green Party.

Art. 17

A person who handed in the declaration and awaits acceptance is called a candidate. In this period of time a candidate can participate in the activity of the Party however has no right to vote to the.

Art. 18

The member of the Party, against whom the disciplinary action is taken, or who was disqualified by the non binding decision of the Party’s authorities, is suspended from his membership rights and is not entitled to the eligibilities listed in article 14.

Structure of the Party

Art. 19

The supreme powers of the Party are:

1. National Congress

2. National Council

3. National Board

4. Programme Council

5. Main Appeal Commission

6. Colleague Court.

Art. 20

National Congress:

1. National congress is the supreme legislative power in the Green Party of Poland sitting at least once a five years time.

2. The legislative initiative is exercised by the amount of the delegates specified in the electoral law – one delegate on every ten members. The delegate’s mandate is five years and entitles to participate in all of the congresses, province conventions and district meetings organised at that time.

3. In case of the need to decrease or increase the number of the delegates the National Council can introduce different electoral rules.

4. National Congress is summoned by the National Board by the initiative of the Board itself or on a motion moved by the Main Appeal Commission that informs the delegates six weeks in advance, giving the date, place and the agenda of the sitting. 

5. The Main Board informs the delegates about any changes to the date or place of the sitting 14 days in advance.

6. The presidium of the debate, the resolutions and motion’s commission, voting and regulation’s commission are appointed every time the Congress convenes.

7. The Chairman of the Congress presides over the Congress’ debates.

8. The Extraordinary Congress is summoned on a demand of the National Council or on a written motion of at least three of the Regional Boards of the Green Party of Poland.

9. The Extraordinary Congress debates over the matters for which it has been convened.

10. In the lack of other statutes disposition the debate of the Congress in the “first” leg is valid in the presence of at least half of the number of the delegates, the “second” leg which can be announced after an hour is attednded by the gathered delegates, who can pass resolutions excluding the resolutions described in article 21 points 2 and 3.

Art. 21

The functions of the National Congress are:

1. Appointing and dismissing the members of the central Party’s authorities.

2. Passing resolution on changes to the statute and on joining the other parties by a majority of two-thirds of votes in the presence of three-fifths of the delegates.

3. Passing resolution on liquidation of the Party by a majority of three-fourths of votes in the presence of three-fifths of the delegates.

4. Appointing and dismissing the Chairperson of the National Board.

5. Passing regulations on the activity of the Colleague Court, the Main Appeal Commission, the National Council and the inner Regulation.

6. Giving a vote of acceptance to the resigning National Board.

7. Giving and depriving of the honourable membership.

8. Considering appeals against the decisions of the National Board or the National Council.

9. Passing resolutions concerning programme and statutes’ activity of the Green Party of Poland.

10. Appointing and dismissing the Chairperson of the National Council.

Art. 22

National Council:

1. The National Council works between the sittings of the National Congress and comprises of:

· the Chairperson of the National Council

· the Chairpersons of the Boards of the Regions

· province’s proxies

· members of the National Board

· the Chairperson of the Programme Council

· the Chairperson of the Colleague Court

· the Chairperson of the Main Appeal Commission

· the Bosses of the standing commissions

2. The debates of the National Council take place at least once a year and are convened on a motion of the Chairman of the National Board, motion of the Main Appeal Commission or on a written motion of one-third of the members of the Council.

3. The Chairperson of the Council or the Chairperson of the National Board presides over the Council’s debates.

4. The functions of the National Council are:

a) Considering appeals against the decisions refusing admittance to the Party.

b) Moving motions to give the honourable membership.

c) Passing the work regulation for the National Board

d) Supervising the work of the Chairperson of the Campaign Staff

e) Appointing and dismissing the Chairperson of the Campaign Staff

f) Supervising the activity of the Young Green Movement

g) Passing resolution on gaining or selling the immovable asset by the Party

h) Directing the activity of the Party

5.   The Chairperson appointed by the Congress directs the work of the National Council.

6.   In case of absence of the Chairperson of the National Board, who holds the supreme power              between the sittings of the Congress, the Chairperson of the National Council substitutes for him.

7.   The Chairperson of the National Council represents the Council, divides the work in the Council, commissiones to conduct controls by the Main Appeal Commission.

Art. 23

National Board

1. Consists of eleven members together with the Chairperson.

2. The National Board chooses on a motion of the Chairperson: the Vice chairperson, the Secretary and the Treasurer on the first sitting.

3. In case of resignation or death of the member or members the National Board can appoint new members in a number of at most one-third of the chosen group.

4. The Chairperson of the National Board directs the activity of the Board an represents the Party.

5. The Secretary:

a) Appoints the Secretary’s Office to execute the tasks entrusted by the Board

b) Runs the Board’s correspondence

c) Together with the Chairman he is responsible for the access to the party’s documentation

d) Runs the register of the Regional and District Boards.

6. The Treasurer:

a) Runs the financial matters of the party

b) Directs the activity of the Financial Commission

c) Together with the Financial Commission supervises the finances of the Regional Boards

d) Represents the Party in financial issues concerning banks and Inland Revenues  

e) Draws up the financial report and introduces it to the Main Appeal Commission and the Main Board.

7. The Chairperson of the Board makes the specified division of the competences in the National Board.

Art. 24

The functions of the National Board are:

1. Fixing the amount of the membership fees.

2. Appointing and dismissing the issue commissions and their chairpersons

3. Appointing and dismissing the province’s proxies

4. Considering the appeals against the decisions of the Regional Board concerning the disqualification

5. Appointing and dissolving the “Regions”

6. Executing the decisions of the National Council concerning the gaining and selling of the Party’s immovable asset

7. Moving motions to the Congress on admitting and depriving of the membership 

8. Employing and dismissing of the workers

9. Directing the contemporary activity of the Party

10. The National Board is represented by the Chairperson of the Board

11. The Chairperson of the Main Appeal Commission can participate in the debates of the National Board with an opinion and consultant voice.

12. Representing the Party.

Art. 25

Political Council:

1. Consists of 11 members appointed and dismissed in the order of:

· two members are appointed by the National Board

· two members are appointed by the National Council

· one member is appointed by the Chairperson of the National Council

· the rest of the members are chosen by the National Congress

2. The functions of the Political Council are:

a) Passing the activity programmes and opinions on their execution

b) Determining the assessment of the participation of the members of the Party in the works of the vote and administrative organs 

c) Determining the directions of the political activity of the Party together with the National Council

d) Preparing the vital aspect of the political and vote alliances made by the National Council.

3. The Programme Council chooses The Chairperson out of its members on the first sitting.

Art. 26

Main Appeal Commission:

1. Consists of 3 – 7 members

2. Elects the Chairperson and the Vice chairperson out of its composition on the first sitting, other members are called the “reviewers”

3. In case of resignation or death of the member or members the Main Appeal Commission can appoint new members in a number of at most one-third of the members not working in other the board or judicial authorities.

4. the tasks of the Main Appeal Commission are:

· the control of the activity of the Party especially in financial aspects

· supervising the work of the National Council

· exercising other control tasks submitted by the Chairperson of the National Council including approving of activity information on the Party’s finances

Art.27

Colleague Court:

1. Comprises of 3 – 6 members including the Chairperson and the Vice chairperson, other members are called arbitrators

2. The functions of the Colleague Court are:

· judging the dispute and conflict situations 

· judging  disputes between the members of the Party

· judging  disputes between the members of the Party and the organs of its authority

· making disciplinary resolutions concerning the members’ violation of: statutes’ regulations, National Congress and Party’s authorities resolutions.

3. The Colleague Court acts in accordance to the inner regulation passed by the Congress.

4. In case of resignation or death of the member or members the Court can appoint new members in a number of at most one-third of the members chosen in the elections.

Art. 28

Issue Commissions: proxies

1. The Standing Issue Commissions of the regional Board are:

Financial Commission(1), Human Resources Commission(2), Scientific Commission(3), Programme Commission(4), Propaganda Commission(5), Analysis and Planning Commission(6), Nature Protection Commission(7), Environment Protection and Infrastructure Commission(8).

2. The National Board can appoint temporary Issue Commission specifying their range of competence, composition and appointing their chairpersons

3. The Board appoints province’s proxies to coordinate Party’s activities in the Country.

4. The functions of the province’s proxies are:

a) coordination of the Green party’s activities in the provinces

b) directing the work of the campaign staff during elections

c) appointing and dismissing the district proxies

d) admitting members in case of lack of the Board

e) organising the party’s groups

f) convening the first Regional Conventions

g) executing the orders of the National Council

5. The National Board can, in accordance with the codes of civil law, appoint proxies to execute specific civil actions, specifying the range of actions and the time of the power of attorney.

6. The Issue Commissions and the proxies act in accordance with the inner regulation passed by the Congress.

Art. 29

1. Regional organs (“Regions”) act on the province level.

2. District organs (“Districts”) act on the district level.

3. Territorial organs (“Groups”) act on the municipality, multimunicipality, urban, environmental level.

Art. 30

Regional Organs of the Green Party of Poland are:

1. Regional Convention

2. Regional Board

3. The Chairperson of the Board

4. Regional Appeal Commission

Art. 31

Regional Convention:

1. The Regional Convention of the Green Party is convened not less than every two years or more often on a motion of the Regional Board, written motion, the Regional Appeal Commission, three of the District Boards, the National Board, the Main Appeal Commission.

2. In case of convening the Regional Convention the regulations concerning the National Congress are applied similarly.

3. The legislative initiative during the Convention is exercised by: the delegates, province’s proxy, and the opinion’s voice is exercised by: the guests and seconded members of the National Board.

4. The functions of the Regional Convention are:

a) appointing and dismissing the Chairperson and other regional authorities

b) passing resolutions concerning programme and statutes’ activity on the level of the region

c) giving a vote of acceptance to the resigning Regional Board

5. The first Regional Convention can be convened by the  province’s proxy.

Art. 32

Regional Board

1. Consists of seven members including the Chairperson

2. The Board chooses from its composition the Chairperson, two Vice chairpersons, Secretary and the Treasurer during the first sitting

3. In case of resignation or death of the member or members the Board can appoint new members not participating in the appeal or judicial powers in a number of at most one-third of the members

4. The functions of the Board are:

a) directing the activity of the Party in a specified region

b) admitting and dismissing the members

c) registration and dissolving the territorial organs of the party

d) supervising the work of the district Boards.

5. The Chairperson of the Regional Board, the Vice chairperson and the treasurer own have the eligibility to make bank accounts for the Regional Board

6. The Secretary is responsible for the documentation and the access to the documentation

7. The Treasurer is responsible for the finances of the Regional Board

8. The representative of the Regional Appeal Commission can participate in the Regional Board’s sitting with an opinion’s voice.

Art. 33

The Chairperson of the Regional Board

1. Represents the Regional Board

2. Divides the competence in the Regional Board

3. Directs the work of the Board

4. He is member of the National Council by the power of his position

5. He is responsible for the realisation of the programme of the Party in the region (province).

Art. 34

Regional Appeal Commission

1. Consists of 3 persons. Commission chooses from its members the Chairperson and his deputy, all other members are called the “reviewers”

2. In case of resignation or death of the member or members the Board can appoint new members not participating in the appeal or judicial powers in a number of at most one-third of the members

3. The functions of the Commission are:

a) control of the activity of the Party especially its financial aspects

b) moving motion on giving the vote of acceptance to the resigning Board

c) control of the financial activity of the regional and group organs of the Party

d) executing other control actions assigned by the Chairperson of the National Board

e) handing in the reports on the activity of the Commission to the National Appeal Commission

Art. 35

Party’s organs on the district level are:

1. District Meeting

2. District Board

3. the Chairperson of the District Board

Art. 36

The District Meeting is convened at least once a year on a motion of the Chairperson of the District Board or on the written motion of the three membership groups.

1. The functions of the Meeting are:

a) appointing and dismissing the authorities of the district level

b) giving the vote of acceptance to the resigning Board

c) specifying the Party’s tasks on the district level

2. In case of convening the District Meeting the regulations concerning the National Congress are applied similarly.

Art. 37

District Board

1. Consists of 7 persons including the Chairperson

2. The Board chooses form its members the Chairperson, the deputy,, the Secretary nad the Treasurer.

3.  The District Board convenes at least once a month

4. The functions of the Board are:

a) admitting and dismissing the members

b) directing the works of the Party on the district level according to the indications of the national and regional authorities

c) cooperation with the province’s proxy

d) registering the membership groups

Art. 38

The Chairperson of the District Board is:

1. appointed and dismissed by the District Meeting

2. the functions of the Chairperson are:

· directing the work of the Board

· representing the Board on the district level

Art. 39

The basic organisational unit of the Party is the “Membership Group”.

1. It is created on the territorial or environmental principles as a municipal, multimunicipal, urban, university group.

2. The membership Group consists of at least 7 persons.

3. The supreme power of the Group is the Members’ Meeting, the functions of the Meeting are: appointing and dismissing the Board and the delegates.

4. The functions of the Board of the Group are: directing the contemporary activity of the group and appointing the Chairperson, the Secretary and the Treasurer

5. The membership groups associate in the district organizations

Funds and the asset of the Party

Art. 40

1. The asset of the Green Party consists of the immovable and movable asset

2. The Chairman of the National Council, the Chairman of the Baoard together with the Treasurer are entitled to make the asset commitments.

Art. 41

The asset and the funds of the Party consist of:

a) membership fees

b) resources form the subsidies, donations, grants, and natural and legal persons entries

Art. 42

The budget of the Party together with the budgets of the regions and districts are passed by the National Congress.

Art. 43

The division of the funds obtained from the membership fees is specified in the resolution of the National Congress.

Art. 44

The Green Party of Poland can make financial commitments such as:

a) loans

b) giving guaranties

Temporary and final regulations

Art. 45

1. The resolutions of the Party’s authorities are passed by a majority of votes in the presence of at least half of the entitled to vote in a secret ballot, unless the statutes provides otherwise.

2. In lack of other statutes disposition in case of resignation of the members of the authorities during the term of office, these authorities can complete their composition up to one-third of the members.

Art. 46

The term of office of all of the elected powers is five years.

Art. 47

Until the date of the first sitting of the Congress and elections of the authorities, the functions of the National Board are fulfilled by the founder’s Committee. The first Congress should be convened up to 3 months from the registration of the Party.

Art. 48

The member of the Party can fulfill the functions only in the one organ of the Party for a period of two terms of office. The re-election is possible after a period of five years from the date of the last term of office. 

Art. 49

Election Committees and the names of the election Committees are fixed by the National Board.

Art. 50

The Congress determines the purpose of the asset of the Party and appoints the liquidator in the passed resolution on dissolving the Party.

Matters not regulated by the statutes are judged by the political parties’ statute.
